Prepare your home and yard for drought

When we turn on the tap in Calgary, it may feel like our city will always have an abundant
supply of water. In reality, our water supply is finite and increasingly under pressure.
Calgary relies solely on the Bow and Elbow watersheds for our source water, which face
stressors such as climate change and population growth. Calgary will experience hotter,
drier and longer summers, meaning drought conditions may become more common and
widespread.

Looking ahead, we all have a part to play in using water wisely. Making water efficiency

a way of life will help make drought less disruptive to our homes and businesses. Below
are some actions that can help you to create a water efficient home and yard prepared for
drought conditions.

Use water wisely indoors
